CAAP scores:  173 composite (total) score in Reading, Writing, and Math;  with minimum of 50 – R, 53 – W, and 52 – M.  Praxis-I scores:  522 composite score with no one score in either area of Reading, Writing, or Math, below 170.

Post-Bachelor’s teacher education candidates must have graduated from previous institution with a 2.5 or better GPA.
